BASS STATEGIES

Some big bass experts say that three days before and after a full moon are the best times to catch a big bass. Frankly, I’ve never paid much attention to that. I’ve always believed that the best time to catch a big bass is whenever you get your bait in front of one.
There does seem to be more daytime activity during a new moon than other periods of the month. On the other hand, daytime fishing during the full moon tends to be tougher.

This is purely an observation, but it seems that the best fishing around full moons occurs during the very early morning or late evening hours.

If there’s one time when I pay close attention to the moon phase, it’s during the spring spawn. That’s when the full moon has a stronger power over the fish than the water temperature, yet most anglers monitor the spawn by following temperature.

Whenever there is a full moon coming and the water temperature is rising toward 60 degrees or more, bass will begin moving onto spawning flats, regardless of the what the conditions are in the lake.
